Phillip Mills was present representing the Managing Agent, Western States Property Services.  Also present were Heidi Hundahl of #404 and her tenant Darren, Erin of #601 and Brenda and  Craig Sherrett of #309.
Call to Order:   Harry Chance called the meeting to order at 6:05 PM.  

Homeowner Comments:  

· Heidi Hundahl and her tenant Darren requested permission from the Board for Darren to park his motorcycle and truck in the same upper-level parking space knowing that it extends beyond the boundaries of the space by several feet.  Following much discussion, Ron Thorne was appointed to prepare a policy for the Board’s consideration on this issue.
· Brenda Sherrett said the building looks nice and clean.  She praised the external appearance.

Minutes:  The minutes of June 16, 2010  were reviewed and approved as presented.  

Committee Reports:  

· Aron Marks noted that the posting advising that leftover exercise equipment should be picked up or the pieces would be donated to ARC had been up for a month and six pieces would be so donated.  Phil will have John set it up.
· Harry, Aron and Mike reported on their discussions with Dish Network and Direct TV for satellite receiver dishes.  Harry will forward to Phil a letter to be sent to Comcast to resolve ownership of the exterior cables

· There was no report from Ron Thorne on the parking committee.
Financial Reports:  Mr. Mills reviewed the June financial reports, noting that operating cash on hand was up by $1,651 to $14,973 at the end of the month.    Delinquencies totaled $5,624, higher than last month.  The attorney is still working with  #402 concerning the extra charges for the process servers.  Phil was asked to push for resolution of this. #702 and #703 were sent back to the attorney for demand and suit.   Out-of-the-ordinary disbursements carpet cleaning and fire department inspections.
Total funds on hand were $113,937.  The Comparative Budget report showed the Total Expenses for the 2010 fiscal year  were about $1,875 over budget, mostly due to collection costs and pool equipment repair.   Reserve activity during June consisted of the regular transfer and interest earned.  

Management Report:  Mr. Mills reported on items including:

· #709 is has a contract on his unit.  Repairs to the balcony panel were completed.
· The Denver Fire Department requested we install a gate at the top of the basement stairs again.  We are waiting for them to make an appointment to show us where and how.
· Chiller Systems had to restart the cooling system after a power outage.
· John planted two new small trees in the front planter boxes.
· Fire Alarm Services installed the new conduit, wires and horns.  We are waiting for them to run a test on them.
· Residents continue to abuse the trash chutes.  Last week it took two men over three hours to unclog some strawberry produce boxes.  

· A violation letter was sent to #404 about parking outside the space boundaries.
· John’s portable phone won’t reach the seventh floor.  Phil provided a cell phone from his company for $25 per month.

· The inspector for #709’s sale suggested fireplace chimneys be inspected regularly.

· Chiller Systems provided quotes for re-building and replacing the cooling tower.  Costs ranged from $14,225 to rebuild to $13,651 or $16,110 for replacements.

Old Business:  

· The Board reviewed a draft balcony policy provided by Phil.  After a few modifications and on motion by Mike Dunlap, seconded by Kathy Furrow and duly passed, the policy was approved.  It, along with the new fine policy and perhaps a new parking policy will be printed and sent to owners next month.  Phil will research the color(s) approved for balcony sunscreens.
· The Board reviewed the request from #404 for additional parking area and decided to wait for Ron Thorn’s draft parking policy to incorporate solutions to that problem.
New Business:    
· Mike Dunlap suggested the Board take a more active role in trying to handle residents that disturb their neighbors with threatening words or actions.  Other members suggested letting this be a matter better handled by the police
· Harry reported that one resident asked if emergency lights could be made to last more than thirty minutes in use.  Phil will see what is available.
Adjourn:  There being no further business, the meeting was declared adjourned at 7:25 PM.   The next meeting will be at 6:00 PM in the basement meeting room on Wednesday, August 18, 2010 .
